
Messy Back Yard  
 
 For this Game you will need a lot of Paper (newspaper or colored construction 
paper or normal white paper; we have a lot of this available in the totes at church).  Split 
the class into two different groups. Line up cones to divide the class in two. Give each 
group of kids an equal amount of paper. Then give the kids a minute to crumple up each 
paper into paper wads easy to throw. Once the teacher says ‘go’ the object of the game is 
to throw all of the paper wads on your teams side over onto the opposing teams turf 
[backyard]. The game ends when the teachers says ‘stop’ or when the music is stopped. 
The team with the least amount of trash in their yard at the end of the game wins. This 
game works great with some music pumping in the background.
